The Indian Institute of Technology Kanpur will
celebrate its Golden Jubilee in 2009-2010
commemorating fifty years of pursuit of academic
excellence. Looking forward, the Institute
endeavors to grow from a world renowned
undergraduate Institute to an outstanding research
organization of this century. What makes an
Institution great are its faculty, staff and students,
the latter in turn become alumni. Working with
faculty, the alumni, with their leadership,
dynamism and vision, represent a precious resource
pool which can contribute in realizing this
transformation. A more active role of the alumni as
participants, stakeholders and financial donors in
steering the growth of the Institute can help speed
this change. The Institute is planning the first
Alumni-Faculty summit to bring about this shift to
harness the mutual synergy.

All the attendees will participate in
one of the four workshops on the topics. These
smaller groups will discuss and come up with
proposals for action and next steps to be taken. The
last session will be a presentation by the moderators
of each topic on the next steps. The follow-up to this
meeting is planned to be held in conjunction with the
Pan-IIT meeting to be held in California in July
2007.
