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A full-scale reconstruction of the Apollo 11 EVA walking path is drawn across the Main Auditorium Lawn at IIT Kanpur.
A path that required traveling 240,000 miles to the Moon is rendered here as a modest, accessible trace.
What was once a distant and singular event becomes a shared, repeatable gesture.
Visitors are invited to walk the path, transforming an event defined by distance and mediation into an embodied experience.
The work invites a reconsideration of scale, access, and the conditions through which exploration is encountered.
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
